Direction of Use :  Fipronil 40% + Imidacloprid 40% WG is recommended for control of White 
grubs in Sugarcane. Warning: The product should not be used when honey bees are actively 
foraging."Not to be used on crops other than specified on this leaflet."
Time of Application Precautions : Application Method : One application of Fipronil 40% + 
Imidacloprid 40% WG as soil drenching at the time of planting.

Precaution

1. Avoid contact with spilled product or contaminated surfaces.

2. Wear personal protective equipment. Unprotected persons must be kept away.

3. Do not allow the undiluted product to come into contact with skin. Use PVC or other plastic 
material gloves or nitrile gloves and long sleeved shirts to protect skin to avoid direct contact 
with the product.

4. Avoid contact with skin, eyes and clothing. Keep working clothes separately. For eye protection, 
use safety glasses (goggles).
